ETHICAL TEACHING OF JAINA
PHILOSOPHY : AN OVERVIEW

Absiract

Jama Philosophy is the oldest Hetero-
dox Schools of Indian Philosophy that sepa-
rates body from the soul Jaina Philosophy
deals with reality, cosmology, 2pistemology
and vitalism Jaimism 13 an ancient religion
prescribing a path of non-violence for all
forms of living beings. There are twenty four
tirthankaras in Jain philosophy that teaches
about the doctrine of Right faith. Right knowl-
edge and Right conduct which are called tr1-
ratna. Jamna Philosophy also prescribes five
main principles (vows) which are practiced
by householders. This paper ntends to in this
Paper, the intention 1s to study the ethical or
moral teaching of Jaina Philosophy:. 1ts use-
fulness and how the preaching of Jaina Phi-
losophy helps human being to gamn iberation
or Moksha.

Introduction

All the systems of Indian Philosophy
have their ethical view point. Ethies. 1s the
branch of knowledge that deals with moral
principles. In ethics. the conceptual analysis
of moral values are presented in a very logi-
cal and convincing manner. Jamna Philosophy
15 the oldest Heterodox (Nastika) schools of
Indian philosophy that prescribes a path of
non-violence for all forms of living beings
mn this world. Ethics 15 the most important
part of Jama Philosophy. The Jaina ethics 13
the ethics of Ahimsa Any kind of knowledge
13 useful for Jama which leads him to do right
conduct. The Jama religion 1s the worship-
ping of the 24 Thirthankaras who attained lib-
eration. Rishabanath was the first and
Vardhamana Mahavira was the last
Tirthankaras and also the contemporary to
Gautama buddha. The word Jamism 1s derived
from the word 'Jina' which means conqueror-
The one who has successfully conquerad all
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passions and have attained liberation. Jaina
Philosophv believes in karma of human be-
ing as the highest one who can aftain Moksha
or Liberation of soul with their purity of ef-
fort. Jama Philosophy 1s the oldest Indian phi-
losophy that separates body from the mind
completely It deals with reality. cosmology.
epistemology and vitahism.

Objectives of the Study :

The mamn objective of this study 1s to
highlight the main ethical techings of Jaina
Philosophy and to know about the relevance
of this teaching in the present day society.
The study also tries to discuss the details of
the life of Mahavira. rituals of Jaina Philoso-
phy and the Tattavas of Jamism.
Methodology

The methodology of this study 1s de-
scriptive and analytical in nature. The required
data to accomplish the objectives of thus study
has been collected from secondary sources
like books. journals, magazines and newspa-
pers.

Ethical Teaching of Jains Philosophy :

Jamism i3 one of the most system-
atized and methodological religions. Accord-
ing to Jamnism. the main purpose of all Life
and activity 1s to realize the free and blissful
state of true being. Like all other schools of
Indian Philosophy Jamism has also the aim
to acheive liberation. Jamnism as Nastika Phi-
losophy does not behieve in God and opposes
the nituals. Jaimism beheves that 1t 1s possible
to solve the riddles of the universe without
the concept of God. Liberation can not be ac-
quired by observing rituals. pravers and sac-
rifices but by regulating moral and spiritual
disciphine. It 1s possible for all human bemngs
to realize absolute knowledge and attain ab-
solute bliss through the mtense human effort.
The mam theme of Jaimism 1s faith mn seli-

reliance by which one can achieve perfection.
The Jamism emphasizes the Tri-Ratnas and
the five vows as the mam things in its moral
teachings. The three jewels constituted the
foundation of Jamism.

Jainism prescribes path of liberation
(Moksha), which consists of the following
Triratnas

Right Perception {Samvak Darshana)

Right Knowledge (Samvyak Jnana)

Right Conduct (Samyak Charitrya)
Right Perception : (Samvak Darshana)

As1tis the first step of self realisation,
their 15 an attempt to perceive the truth by
discarding superstitious beliefs and adopt a
rational attrtude toward life. Accordmg to
Jainism one should first try to realize_ fol-
low and appreciate the reality of life, one's
own self relipious goal and 1ts path The first
jewel "right vision" concerns itself with great
farth and respect for the teachings and the
teachers of the Jain religion are called
Tirthankaras. The Tirthankaras through this
first jewel wants the farth in truth and surren-
der one's ego to have the real nature of life.
The absence of faith or having 2 wrong faith
constitute the wrong perception. Cultivation
of right perception 1s a great challenge or task
to accept because it requires a great deal of
discipline and passion. So, we have to follow
and keep the total faith in the preaching of
Tirthankaras for the better perception of the
nature of reality. The seriptures of the
Tirthankaras are called Agamas.

Right Knowledge (Samvak Jnana) :

Right knowledge 1s possible by rnight
perception. It comes from right perception
or right faith Both are mental processes.
Right knowledge 1s the true. correct. proper
and relevant knowledge of the reality. It must
be free from three mam defects doubt, delu-
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sion and indefiniteness. Right knowledge
means the proper knowledge of the six um-
versal substances and nine principles or
Tattvas.
The six eternal substances are :
1) Soul(Jeva),
11) Matter (Pudgala),
111) Principle of motion (Dharma)
) Principle of Rest (Adharma)
v) Space (Akasa)
vi) Time (Kala)

Each of these eternal entities 1s un-
breakable and everiasting and continuously
goes through countless changes. The Nine

Tattvas are as follows - Soul (Jeva). Matter
(Ajeva), Asrava (Influx of Karmas). Bandh

dsdm Dbyt
Caleadsr
Mudls Pioductinn

(Bondage of Karma). Punya (Good deeds).
Papa (Bad deeds), Sambara (Stopage of
Karmas), Nirjara (Eradication), and Moksha
(Liberation).

Right Conduct (Samvak Charitra) :

Right conduet 1s the conduct of living
being which 1s correct, proper. appropriate and
truly natural. According to Jainism. a man can
attamn the ultimate goal by his right conduct.
Jamism has some ethical rules and discipline
by which human beings aquire ultimate
freedon. The followers of Jaimnism expectnot
to harm or injure any iving bemg and be free
from all bad deeds. thoughts and words. This
resolves in to taking twelve great vows to at-
tain the right conduct. They are as follows :

Frve mam vows of imited nature (Anuvrates):
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1) Non-Violence (Ahimsa)
11) Truthfulness (Satya)
11) Non-Stealing (Asteya)
1) Chastity (Brahmacharya)
v) Non-Attachment (Aparigraha)
Three Merit Vows (Guna-Vratas):
1)  Dik Vrata (Self Limitation)
11) Bhogopabhogamana
(Self imposedlimitations on consum-
able and non consumable items).
1) Anartha-danda of Unnecessary evils.
Four Discipline Vows :
1)  Samyak Vrata (engaging in meditation)
11) Desavakasika Vrata (Restriction on
space).
11) Pasusadha Vrata (Ascetic).
) Atithi Samvibhaga Vrata (Charity)

These are the three jewels of Jaina
ethics on which the followers of Jainism can
live a pood and perfect life and would be able
to conguer his unwanted desires. Although the
three jewels are incomplete and msufficient
in nature as they are interdependent to each
other, but collectively the three jewels give
rise to peace harmony. happiness among the
souls 1n the society.

Non-Violence :

In Jaina Philosophy, non-Violence 1s
the greatest gift by Lord Mahavira for human
bemgs. By Non-Vieolence. Mahavira does not
mean only not to harm or injure any living
bemg but the non living being as well. Non-
Violence 18 the cardinal principle of Jainism
and 1t 1s known as the cornerstone of Jaimsm.
Non violence is the supreme religion Ac-
cording to Jammism. all lrving beings and non-
living to bemes including animals. mnsects and
plants are equal. even though they may vary
in their shape, size, and different spirttual de-

velopment. All have the nght to live with
peace and harmony. Non-Violence of Jainism
13 based upon the positive quality of univer-
sal love and compassion. One who goes
through this 1deal can not ever harm others.

Truth :

The second vow 15 Satya or Truth. Satya
or Truth means abstinence from falsehood and
speaking the truth. According to Jainism
Satya means speaking the truth which 1s good
and pleasant for others. It should not cause
pain_hurt_anger or death of any living being.
If 1t 15 going to happen one should remain s1-
lent. So. for the Jamas speaking the truthful-
ness 1s not satya. instead 1t must be humble
and good for other living beings. One should
not utter an untruth. neither ask others to do
50, or approve of such activities.

Non Stealing (Achaurva or Asteva)

According to Jaimism, Non-stealing
means not to take anvone's property without
the consent of that person Further, one
should not take anything which does not be-
long to him. In Jamism. if anyone takes or
steals someone's property by an immoral act
or by unjust means he or she 1s called a thief.
So i Jamism one should not possess any-
thing more than his requirements.

Celibacy / Chastity :

In Jainism chastity means controlling
one's sensual pleasure and the pleasure of the
five senses. This vow 1s strictly followed by
Monks and householders in Jama Philosophy.
They should not enjoy sensual pleasure and
pleasure of all five senses or approve others
to do the same. In Jamism. physical indul-
gence for the sensual pleasure is strictly pro-
hibited.

Non Aittachment / Non-Possession
(Aparigraha):
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Liberation or Moksha 1s the ultimate
goal of human being 1n Jaina Philosophy. Ac-
cording to Mahavira m Jaina Philosophy there
15 no end to wants and desires. If someone
desires more worldly wealth then he acquires
more 11 and mamtain the possession and
the long run he may be unhappy. Worldly
wealth creates attachment which results m the
bondage to the cycle of barth and death. So.
someone who wants spiritual liberation
should abstaimn from all attachments to pleas-
ing objects of all the five senses. In Jainism
Non-attachment 15 necessary for the Libera-
tion and Moksha.

These are five fundamental vows of
Jaina ethics. The Jaina ethics provides two
dharmas or rules of conduct. One 1s for those
who become ascetic and are termed as
Anuvratas (small vows) and an Ascetic ob-
serve all the five vows very strictly with com-
plete restraint and are termed as Mahavratas.

The three jewels of Jainism are very
necessary for successful liberation. They
collectively cultivate to ensure Liberation.
They are interdependent and are incomplete
and msufficient individually. Right faith and
right knowledge are required for right con-
duct. These three jewels collectively produce
harmony peace and blissfulness with progres-
sive march of soul to higher planes. Jamas
dedicate themselves to proper conducts
through vows and sub vows.
Conclusion

From the above discussion, we come
to know that Jainism 1s one of the oldest re-
ligions of the world having a pure non-vio-
lent attitude towards all living beings 1n its
teaching. Jainism 1s one of the most system-
atized and methodical religions. Jaina Phi-
losophy believes in ethics and moral teach-
ing as a part of 1fs principles. These system-

atic moral disciplines given by Jaina
Philosohy lift up one person form common
leve] and make him reach a high level of moral
and spiritual course of conduct. The mamn
principle of JTama 1s Right faith, right knowl-
edge and right conduct and the five mam vows
which are Non-violence (Ahimsa), Truth
(Satya). and Non-stealing (Asteya), Celibecy
(Brahmacharva). Non-possession
(Aparigraha) By the application of all thege
principles human beings can grow up therr
ranking and lead to social improvement Due
to the usefulness of these 1deals men will be
less egoistic and would develop love. humil-
ity and be ready to help others and create
brotherhood. So. as a whole, we can say that
Jaina ethics 13 very much useful and impor-
tant historically and philosophically. The
moral principles of Jamism with respect to
the present time are found to be very much
relevant, because 1n the present day situation
there 1s violence murders_ rapes, gender dis-
ermmination evervwhere So for bringing back
peace and harmony 1n society and world the
ideals and principles of Jainism are of utmost
mmportance.

The present paper tries to focus and investigate on the different
socio-economic factors responsible for the human development among the different dis-
tricts of Assam Here few variables like impact of per capita income, infant mortality rate
life expectancy at birth, adult literacy rate. labour force participation rate and urbanization
rate on human development has been investigated. Taking into consideration HDI as depen-
dent in order to investigate the different determinants of HDI of different district of Assam
the study uses one regression model. The results of the model indicated that Life
Expectancy at Birth, Adult Literacy Rate, Urbanization Rate and Per Capita Income are statis-
tically significant at 1% level Again. Infant Mortality Rate 1s found signmificant at 10% level.
On the other hand. Work Participation Rate 1s found statistically msignificant.

Additional choices include political freedom. guaran-
teed human rights and self respect (HDR 1990).

The main purpose of development 15 to create a suitable environment where the people
can expand their opportumities and capabilites for both the present and future generations.
Development must enable all the people to enlarge their capabilities to the fullest and to put
these capabilities to the best use in all fields of life econonue, political. social and cultural
(HDR 1994).

As human development shows characteristics of an abstract variable so it can be mea-
sured directly. Many researchers argue that GNP per capita cannot measure human develop-
ment as human development has many facets. Therefore. a measurement concept was devel-
oped by UNDP in 1ts HDR (Mc gillivray, 1991; Ivanova, Arcelus and Srintvas, 1990). Human
Development Index 1s a composite mdex of three basic dimensions of human life-a long and
healthy lifs measured by life expectancy : knowledge measurad by Mean Years of Schooling
and Expected Years of Schooling ; and a decent standard of living measured by purchasmg. The
HDI 15 the geometric mean of normalized indices measuring achievements in each key com-
ponent of human development. There are basically two steps n calculating HDI. The first step
mvolves the creation of dimension indices and the second step involves the aggregation of the
indices to produce the HDI. The first step sets the maximum and mimimum values to trans-
form the indicators into indices between 0 to 1 (HDR 2011). The sub indices are calculated
by using the following formula —

Consequently. HDI is the geometric mean of the three dimension mndices as shown by
the following formula (UNDPHDR 2011)

Human Development in India and Assam — After the introduction of economic reform
measures. India has been experiencing a high rate of economic growth. India achieved excel-
lence in different important areas and becomes one of the fastest growing countries of the
world. However, despite these achievements, the level of human development in India 15 not
satisfactory. The levels of poverty. malnutrition illiteracy. unemployment. inequality are still
quite high in India (Human Development in India : Emerging Issues and Policy Perspectives.
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2010). The Planning Comnussion of India states with the help of 70 development indicators.
According to this report. Kerala got the first rank with an HDI value of 0.638. Punjab got the
second rank (0.537) and Tamil Nadu got the third rank (0.531). On the other hand, Bihar got
the last rank (0.367) and Assam got the second last rank (0.3886) (NHDR 2001). According
to the latest Human Development Report. the HDI value of India was 0.640 1n 2017 which
puts the country on the category of medmuum human development countries.

Assam, the North-Eastern sentinel of the frontiers of India, 1s a state richly endowed
with different natural resources. However, Assam exhibits all the characteristics of an undar-
developed economy like wide spread poverty. inequality in the distribution of mncome and
wealth very poor productrvity. high rate of unemployment. high maternal mortality rate, high
infant mortality rate. low per capita income and low literacy rate. Though rich 1n natural re-
sources, Assam's level of development 1s not satisfactory. Inspired by the global Human De-
velopment Reports. many state governments of India mncludmng Assam also started preparing
Human Development Reports independently by following UNDP methodology. Assam pub-
lished 1ts second Human Development Reports. many state governments of India mcluding
Aszsam also started preparing Human Development Reports in 2014 According to this report
the HDI value of Assam 1s 0.557 which clearly points out that, in terms of progress i over all
human development. Assam 1s the half waypoint i achieving the desired goal Again there s
wide gap in human development among the different district of Assam. For example HDI
value of Kamrup (M) district 1s 0.703 and HDI value of Hailakand: district 15 only 0.437
(AHDR 2014). There 15 a high degree of disparities among the different district of the Assam
i terms of the levels of human development. Inequalities 1n opportunities with regard to
three key dimensions of human development have been pervasive and 1t leads to the huge loss
in potential human development achievements in the state_

It 15 very unportant to study the development disparities among the different regions

because it can create distrust and vary in different regions which can hamper the well being
and development of the people in different ways (Qasim and Chaudhary). The present paper
attempts to Investigate the different socio-economic factors responsible for the human de-
velopment disparities among the different distriet of Assam. Here, Impact of per capita in-
come._ Infant mortality rate, life expectancy at birth_adult literacy rate, labour force participa-
tion rate and urbanization rate on human development has been mnvestigated.

Methodeology - The primary idea of the present analysis 1s to identify the determinants
of the HDI of different district of Assam. Here a cross section analysis has been attempted
and 2014 has been taken as the period of analysis. The data series used for the current analysis
have been obtained from Assam Human Development Report 2014, Statistical Hand Book of
Assam 2016 and Census of India.

In order to mnvestigate the different determunants of HDI of different district of Assam.
the study uses one regression model by taking HDI as dependent variable. The regression

From the above table we can see that Life Expectancy at Birth. Adult Literacy Rate,
Urbamzation Rate and Per Capita Income are statistically significant at 1% level Again Infant
Mortality Rate 1s found significant at 10% level On the other hand. work Participation Rate 1s
found statistically insignificant.

Apgam we can see from the above table that a negative association is there between
urbanization rate and level of human development among the different district of Assam_ On

the other hand_ other explanatory variables or dependent variables have positive association or
positive ralationship with the level of human development of the different districts of Assam.

Conclusions and Policy Implications

The study scrutinized some socio-economic determinants of HDI across the districts
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of Assam. Among the vast range of determinants of HDI. the study focused on some socio-
economic determinants of differences in HDI. Twenty seven districts were considered for
this purpose and cross section data was used.

The outcome of the model indicates that the Life Expectancy at Birth, Adult Literacy
Rate, Urbanization Rate and Per Capita Income are statistically significant at 12 level Agam._
Infant Mortality Rate 1s found significant at 10% level. Whereas, the work Participation Rate
15 found statistically insignificant.

The Government of Assam can also provide accordingly the human empowerment and
opportunities through education_ health, water and sanitation facilities that widen the people's
horizon and capabilities to participate. negotiate and influence accountable mstrtutions which
are responsible for the provision of social services and economie incentives for the develop-
ment. More focus should be on the districts which are lacking behind like Baksa. Cachar.

INTRODUCTION

Mizoram 1s situated on the North-east end of India. Iying between 21.58 to 24.35
degree north latitude and 92 15 to 93 29 degree east longitude. Mizoram was know as Lushat
Hill District during the British period. Mizoram cam up as a full-fledge state of the union of
India on 2nd February, 1987.

The regions in which the Chakma population live fall in between 21° to 28° east longi-
tude. The tribe inhabiting the fraction of the great mountain system which lies to the south -
east of Bangladesh Myanmar and India extend under the generic name of Chakma. The re-
gions in which the Chakma population hive fall in between 21° to 28° north longitude and §9°
to 94° east latitude Bangladesh 1s the place where the Chakma lived for long after their migra-
tion from Arakan Yoma (Mvanmar). The adjomning areas where the Chakmas live are the Chin
Province and Aracan Province of Burma (Myvanmar). The Chakma population constitute a
commandable number in the North-Eastern Indian States like Tripura (Northern and Southern
parts). Arunachal Pradesh (Tirap. Changiang. Subansun and Lohit districts). Assam (Langsilet
area of Karbi-Anglong and north Cachar Hills districts) and also in West bengal where a few
Chakma families are found.

The social anomalies and suppression of the Chakmas led to the formation of various
societies. moderate as well as extrenmusts.

1972 a delegation of hill people leaders led by
Manobendra Narayvan Larma met with Sheik Mujibur Rehman, but the talk failed and no politi-
cal consensus can be drawn. Finally. the Parbattva Chattagram Jana Sanghit: Samiyt (PCJISS)
launched its armed wing Gono Mukti Touj.

STRUGGLE FOR IDENTITY CREATTON IN MIZORAM
a Chakma migration

Chakmas showed 1t first trace in Mizoram somewhere near to river Thega (western
Mizoram)* The first Chakma immigration took place in between 1895 - 1905 when Vannawla,
Chief of Lunginkhar {(now within Bangladesh) sent his son Zakhupa with some of his Chakam
subjects to lus land Muallianpui (now within Mizoram) to make a new village at Sakha:
(Borapansuri). Jatawdar. Kharbari of Diblibagh village situated 8 kilometre north of Tlabung
stated that the first migrants including him came from Chittagong hill Tracts of Bangladesh
(CHT) 1n 1905. Most of them settled near Diblibangh and Tablibagh.

The Second migration took place when Chakmas made settlement on the bank of river
Kawrpui, not far from Khanglu (Khojovsuri) owing to fertile and vacant portion of the land.
In 1918 few Chakmas came to Mizoram and settled at Marpara and Phuldungse: In 1925 they
settled at Arvapur and Mualvawm within the chief's land of Phuldungse:.

B Infiltration of the Chakmas

It 1s the fact that mass mfiltration of Chakmas into neighbouring states resulted to
their claim for social status and the political autonomy in the recipient country. In the hike
manner, the situation in Mizoram presents a concrete example of this phenomenon where
foreigner Chakmas from Bangladesh claimed for every political and social right Mizoram.
Not only that, they have demanded extension of the autonomous district council by carving
out a large section of Mizoram much agamnst the will of the indigenous people. which has
created socio - economic and political tension between the two communities.
